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Registration of lodgers

"Lodger" refers to a person over 18 who is not a member of the Coop but has lived with the Tenant sharing all facilities for less than 12 months, with the consent of the co-operative.  This would include a partner or spouse (of any sex or gender) of the Tenant who is not a

Co-op member.


"Approved Lodger" refers to a person over 18 who is not a member of the Co-op but has lived with the Tenant (or another co-op tenant, without a break in continuity) sharing all facilities for at least 12 months, with the consent of the co-operative. This would include a partner or spouse (of any sex or gender) of the Tenant who is not a Co-op member.

"Member Lodger" refers to a person over 18 who is a member of the Co-op who is not a Joint Tenant, but who has lived with the Tenant sharing all facilities, with the consent of the Co-op.

The Tenant shall have the right to take in a Lodger but only if the Co-operative has first given its consent.  Consent will not be given unless the prospective lodger has signed an agreement confirming that they will respect the Co-op’s policies, procedures and principles.

In the normal course of events a Lodger, Approved Lodger or Member Lodger is expected 

to vacate the premises on the termination of the Tenancy.

If a Tenant terminates their tenancy then an Approved Lodger or a Member Lodger may be allowed to remain housed by the Co-op for no more than 4 months provided they inform the Co-op of their desire in writing, obtain the consent of the Coop and act in accordance with the Tenancy Agreement, including paying a sum equal to the Rent. This is to enable these Lodgers to find alternative accommodation elsewhere and does not create a 
Tenancy Agreement. The Co-op is not obliged to consent.
If a Tenant terminates their Tenancy then an Approved Lodger may apply to become a Tenant by the following procedure: Informing the Co-op of their desire in writing; Obtaining the consent of the Co-op to remain housed by the Co-op for no more than 4 months; Accepting suitable accommodation appropriate to their housing need; Acting in accordance with the Tenancy Agreement including paying a sum equal to Rent; Behaving in a manner that will enable the granting of membership within four months.

A Tenancy Agreement can only be granted in respect of available Co-op housing stock which is suitable to the housing need of the prospective Tenant and if no such stock is available the prospective Tenant must vacate the Premises within a 4 month period and will thereafter, be placed on the Co-op’s waiting list for members seeking accommodation.

If the Tenant dies, or becomes chronically incapacitated by disease or injury, such that they are unable to reside in the Premises permanently, or for a prolonged period, a Lodger or Approved Lodger who is their partner or spouse (whether same sex or not) or parent or child, adopted or otherwise, who is occupying the Premises as their only or principal home and has been resident for at least 12 months, may become a Tenant in their own right by becoming a member of the Co-op. In these circumstances the Lodger or Approved Lodger must inform the Co-op as to the situation and continue to pay a sum equal to the Rent. They will not necessarily be granted a Tenancy for the premises which they currently occupy.

If the Tenancy is transferred in accordance with a Court Order resulting from the divorce or separation of the Tenant, if the person to whom the Tenancy is transferred is not already a member of the Co-op and is therefore a Lodger or Approved Lodger, they will need to become a member of the Co-op in order to be a Tenant. In these circumstances the Lodger or Approved Lodger must inform the Co-op as to the situation and continue to pay a sum equal to the Rent. They will not necessarily be granted a Tenancy for the premises which they currently occupy.
